Other important school dates

· 1870 Forster’s Education Act.  All parts of Britain must provide education for children aged between 5 and 12.  As it cost money, many still didn’t go.

· 1880 Children had to go to school until they were ten years old.  School Board Inspectors went around and made sure all children were in school.

· 1889 the school leaving age raised to twelve

· 1891 schools became free of charge
